The Danger of being Judgmental

Matthew 7:1-5

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The Danger of being Judgmental
Matthew 18:15-17

15 “If your brother sins against
you, go and show him his fault,
Jjust between the two of you. If
he listens to you, you have won
your brother over. 16 But if he
will not listen, take one or two
others along, so that ‘every
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matter may be established by
the testimony of two or three
witnesses.’ 17 If he refuses to
listen to them, tell it to the
church; and If he refuses to
listen even to the church, treat
him as you would a pagan or a
tax collector.




The Danger of being Judgmental

James 5:1.9-20
19 My brothers, if one of you

should wander from the truth and

someone should bring him back,
20 remember this: Whoever turns a
sinner from the error of his way will

save him from death and cover
over a multitude of sins.
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The Danger of being Judgmental

i Corinthians 5:5
hand this man over to Satan, so that
the sinful nature may be destroyed and
his spirit saved on the day of the Lord.
Galatians 6:1.
Brothers, if someone is caught in a
sin, you who are spiritual should
restore him gently. But watch yourself,

or you also may be tempted.
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The Danger of being
Undiscriminating

Matthew 7:6
“Do not give dogs what is
sacred; do not throw your pearis
to pigs. If you do, they may
trample them under their feet,
and then turn and tear you to
pieces.
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The Danger of being
Undiscriminating

Dogs in the ancient world were wild
and viclous animals, actually
scavengers, not the house pets like
today. Pigs for Jewish people were
unclean animals, also scavengers and
like wild boars. Jesus is referring to
people who are viclous, unappreciative
and irresponsible, unwilling to repent
and hear the Good News.

2 Peter 2:22

goes back to her wallowing in
the mud.”

Matthew 15:14
Leave them; they are blind

guides. If a blind man leads a
blind man, both will fall into a
pit.”

Titus 3:10-141
10 Warn a divisive person once,
and then warn him a second
time. After that, have nothing to
do with him. 131 You may be sure
that such a man is warped and
sinful: he is self-condemned.
